Classification 

Snakes belongs under Reptilia. It if further divided into Lepidosauria, which includes tuataras and squamatas. It was originally believed that squamatas contains three _______: Lizards, Amphisbaenians and snakes. However, it is now proven inaccurate because some species of lizards are surprisingly more closely related to snakes then lizards. Thus, the phylogenic model currently used to represent the hierarchical relationship of snakes is one where Squamatas is further divided into Iguamata and Scleroglossa. Iguamata now includes all Iguanas and Chamelions, whereas  Scleroglossa represents lizard and snakes, with the latter classified as Autarchoglossa
